Council reviewed the Scope of Work for the Snow removal contract. Motion was made by
Sapp, seconded by Adams, to approve the Scope of Work with a few minor additions noted and
move forward with request for bids. Motion approved with a vote of 5-0.

Council discussed at length the contract with Slater for Administrative Assistance and the
potential of hiring a new Kelley City Clerk.
